Dear Habitat Family,

Habitat for  Humanity  South Sarasota County,  Inc. is vibrant with life 
because of your  support. We thank God for  each of you! It is our 
pleasure to report to you how  we have worked during 2008-2009 to 
fulÞll our  mission to build affordable,  safe, decent housing in South 
Sarasota County.

The report is deÞned by the actions of the diverse components that 
make up the ÒwholeÓ  of our  afÞliate: the Board of Directors, the staff, 
the partner  families,  the volunteers,  and the donors. Working 
together,  these groups have produced results that can be recorded 
not just for  this year,  but since 1992Ñforty-nine homes that provide 
housing for  187 people,  121 of whom are children under  the age of 
Þfteen.

We proudly share a picture here of Phase #1 of Garden Park,  our  Þrst 
multi-family  community,  that we initiated this year. Eighteen families 
will have a home when the complex is completed. We selected 
panelized construction materials to build Garden Park for  their 
strength,  safety,  and energy efÞciency. A two-year  discussion with 
the majority owner  of Home Front,  Inc.,  Art Nadel,  culminated with 
the promise of a large charitable donation if we were to use the 
companyÕs product. A contract was signed in late December  2008. 
As you may be aware,  the company closed its doors recently,  causing 
Habitat a loss of $81,000. We are now dealing with this situation. 
With the downturn in the economy,  Sarasota County  received $7.1 
million from the Neighborhood Stabilization Program to purchase 
foreclosed properties. By participating in this program, we have 
bought and rehabilitated several properties and will continue to do so 
when possible to make additional houses available for more families.

We are grateful to our  board that continues to grow stronger  through 
the adoption of a governance model; to our  ReStore that is a 
consistent face to the community,  providing outreach as well as 
bringing in funds for  construction; to our  aluminum recycling program 
that continues to grow,  creating income and promoting a healthy 
environment; to our  staff,  whose role in carrying out the boardÕs plan 
is increasingly  more skilled; to our  volunteers for  their  dedication and 
steadfastness; and to our  donors whose commitment to our  shared 
vision allows us all to share the joy of each partner  familyÕs journey 
to the door of their own home. Now can we talk about Vision 100?

Our dedicated,
 knowledgeable, enthusiastic staff is essential in providing the leadership that inspires
 others to join in HabitatÕs work.

Construction : Habitat completed four new houses, as well as 
   purchased and renovated three foreclosed houses. Two units at
   Garden Park, our Þrst townhouse project, are under
   construction. We have
   a truly dedicated
   volunteer workforce
   and for that we are
   very thankful. 

Development : We raised $1,757,821 
    this year through individual, civic and   
    corporate donors, ÒBuilding on FaithÓ                           
    congregations, foundations and government grants, gifts-
    in-kind, planned giving, and special event donations.

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Family Services : Out of forty-Þve applications, Habitat selected seventeen
    families to enter the program. Ten families completed the program 
    and are in homes of their own. Fifteen additional families are 
    working to fulÞll the requirements to own a Habitat home.

Volunteers : 432 volunteers contributed a total of 19,475.5 hours. These
    are only the recorded  hours. Hundreds, perhaps thousands, of volunteer 
    hours go unrecorded because volunteers do not always sign in or track
    the hours they donate to Habitat.

Habitat ReStore : Approximately 28,000 people visited the 
    ReStore in the past twelve months. 1,500 donations were 
    delivered to the store and the ReStore truck picked up
    2,000 more. Thirty-Þve volunteers donated 4,000 hours of 
    service. Over twenty-Þve partnerships have been established 
    with community and health organizations to provide services 
    to area residents.
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Jessica Richardson and Jennifer Blackorby worked
 side by side on Pelican Road fulÞlling their required 
 300 hours of Òsweat equity.Ó Because their Habitat 
 houses are next door to one another, they and their 
 boys not only got new homes but the joy of having 
 friends next door as well. As Jessica shared with
 Habitat at the dedication of her home, ÒHaving my own
 home and being able to provide stability for my children
 is a wonderful feeling. I want to thank everyone at 
 Habitat and all of the volunteers who put in their own
 time to help make my dream come true.Ó

6-year-old twin sons Rayne and Travaughn
 keep their mom Wendy Felix busy. So do her
 classes at the State College of Florida where
 she is earning a degree in the Þne arts.  But
 Wendy is pursuing two dreams at the same
 time. Along with her college degree she is also
 committed to completing all the tasks 
 necessary for her to move into her new
 Habitat home. Despite a number of physical
 difÞculties, she works at the Garden Park
 construction site and helps with Þnal clean-
 ups of other new Habitat homes. She has a
 20-year-old daughter in college as well, a
 young woman old enough to appreciate the
 sacriÞces being made by her mother so that
 their family can live in their own home.

Patience and hard work are 
essential attributes in the journey 
to becoming a Habitat Partner 
Family. Habitat  applicants must 
fulÞll many arduous requirements. 
300 hours of sweat equity is one of 
the most visible. Any Habitat site 
is a conglomeration of volunteers, 
and on any given day, many of 
those volunteers are banking 
sweat equity in their own dream of 
home ownership.

Single dad Tom Amburgy and
 his daughters Megan, 9, and
 Allaina, 7, will soon move into
 their home in North Port. Tom
 left Michigan 2 !  years ago
 and has now traded cold
 weather for both sunshine
 and the warmth of knowing
 that through hard work and
 determination, including
 countless hours on can
 routes, he will have a home
 of his own to raise his girls.
 Tom says with humility and
 pride, ÒWithout Habitat, I
 probably could not have
 made this happen.Ó
